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	About this Release:   
TEAM-Web Release 3.3.000 includes changes that will allow TBP to more easily track funding for a split region, give users the ability to upload Charter Registration Quarterly Reports to a public website, allow the public to set parameters for and retrieve Charter Registration Quarterly Reports, and the use of a newly formatted TEAM-Web User Guide that not only incorporates the release’s new features, but multiple change requests as well.
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	Features: 

TEAM-Web Release 3.3.000 includes five change requests – three application enhancement requests and two documentation change requests.  The following Change Management System (CMS) numbers are included in this release and summarized as follows:
· CMS 14586 – User Guide Modifications
· A variety of requests for modifications to the TEAM-Web User Guide were compiled in CMS 14586.  These requests include: additional information regarding Data Queries, modification of the Budget sample, change tracking modifications, and an updated reference to Scope and ALI documentation.  These requests have been incorporated into the updated User Guide.
· CMS 18013 – User Guide Modification
· A request to correct the wording was incorporated with the updated User Guide.  The word “Adversely” was used, when “Conversely” was meant.
· CMS 20121 – Charter Bus Quarterly Reports
· New tools have been created to comply with the need to upload and publically display Charter Registration Quarterly Reports.
· An Upload Report feature is available from the Navigational Menu within TEAM-Web
· A Query form is available on the Static Report (public) TEAM site to retrieve reports via specified criteria

· CMS 22902 – Shared State Codes Between Regions
· There are instances where a small/ local Urbanized Area (UZA) may reside on or close to the border of multiple States that are controlled by different FTA regional offices.  In cases such as these there may be multiple designations for funding options and funding control.  The funding remains within the State from which funds were apportioned, but multiple FTA regional offices may need to have access to those funds.  The logic in the Reservation tool of the system was enhanced to handle this scenario.  A new reference table and entry form was created to assist the user in identifying regional control of funding.  The logic for these changes was tailored to 5307 projects.
· CMS 23661 – Shared State Codes Between Regions Phase 2
· Phase 2 of the 22902 change request included additional logic enhancements to include instances that may affect JARC and New Freedom projects in the Reservation screen.  A new table was also generated to track how to handle funds for those occasions when secondary code funding is modified.  To properly reference this new table, corresponding enhancements were made to the following features:
· Reservations

· Obligation/Award

· Deobligation

· New Closeout

· Funding Adjustment Level 1

· Funding Adjustment Level 2
