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	About this Release:   
TEAM-Web Release 4.2.000 includes enhancements to the application required from a business process and reporting perspective to edit checks made to further ensure data integrity.  Additional changes include new options to obtain user guide information and fixes to the application code regarding user account parameters.
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	Features: 

TEAM-Web Release 4.2.000 includes five change requests – one documentation request, two application fixes, and two enhancement requests.  The following Change Management System (CMS) numbers are included in this release and summarized as follows:
· CMS 19144 – Role Discrepancy and Read-Only Auditor Access
· CMS 19144 fix adapted the ‘Modify User’ screen with the following functions: 

· Users with the ‘Auditors Role’ are now able to access screens in the ‘Read Only’ mode for Earmarks and Charter Registration features.
· The ‘Maintain Funds Control’ box remains checked when the save icon is clicked
· CMS 19849 – Blank User Name
· CMS 19849 fix prevents the inadvertent removal of a ‘User Name’ which resulted in a ‘blank’ user name for an active account in the ‘Modify User’ screen.
· CMS 20939 – Operating Budget Plans Delete Parameters
· The Operating Budget Plans module allows subsequent modifications/ additions to a Budget Plan.  The Plan tool also includes a delete feature, which allows the removal of a selected account class code. The tool has been augmented with an additional system rule that prevents deletion of account class codes with historical data in the operating budget plan.
· CMS 25654 – Add Section of Statute: “Sec 70 – Miscellaneous (FHWA)”
· There is an FTA business need to add a new section of statute for FHWA earmarks:  “Sec 70 – Miscellaneous (FHWA).”  Edit checks and system messages are required in various system modules (most notably Assign Project Number and Change Project Number) to ensure that the proper section ID is maintained with the associated Section of Statute.  The system has been enhanced to correctly incorporate this new Section of Statute option.  The enhancement includes modifications that should allow for certain types of Section of Statute updates in the future without the need for an application enhancement.
· CMS 25773 – Modular User Guide Posting
· The TEAM User Guide is currently one document posted within the application.  Due to the large size of the file even in a compressed format, a request was made to post the guide in separate chapter files to assist those users with slower internet connections or with more focused training needs.  The modular/ separate chapter versions are made available with this release including a new reference file that contains the table of contents for each chapter.  Both the full and chapter- separated versions will be maintained in future User Guide Updates.
