	Test the modifications to the Data Query “Closeouts with Deobligations.”
	Click on the words “Closeouts with Deobligations” to cause a form to appear in the screen to the right of the Navigational Menu

	Verify that the “Select None” and “Select All” features are working properly
	Click on the “Select None” button to the upper left hand corner of the form – all of the data fields should change to “Not Selected.”  Similarly, click on the “Select All” button to the upper right hand corner of the form, and all of the fields should repopulate – a unique data type per data field.

	Beginning and Ending Close out dates are required to complete a query request
	Try to complete a query without entering in “Close out date (begin)” and “Close out date (end).”  You should get a pop up message stating:  “Both close out dates are required to complete your request”

	Enter in desired data:  for example, use cost center 65000, start date 7/1/2002 and end date as today’s date.  Click on the submit button, and you should end up with a blue report link.
