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Report Location

All TEAM data files and reports are posted to the web and are available to all with access to the FTA TEAM web site, currently at http://ftateamweb.fta.dot.gov/.
Nightly Reports vs. Special Requests
Nightly reports are automatically generated and posted to the web the following morning.  Special Requests for reports are received by the Database Administrator (DBA) via email and carried out according to priority and procedure.  These reports are then also posted to the web. FTA requests for reports are authorized by the FTA TEAM Project Manager and carried out by Data Administrators and the DBA.  Recipient requests for reports are forwarded to the FTA TEAM Project Manager. A TEAM Reporting Committee (see following page for list of members) decides which reports will be added to the existing files.

The following outlines the Reporting Procedure:

1. Requests for reports are received by the DBA and Data Administrators via email. 

2. The requests are then presented before the Reporting Committee, which in turn decides the priority of reporting requests and gives authority to follow through on agreed reports.

3. Reports are generated by the DBA and Data Administrators.  

4. At 11:50pm of each night, a “set-up job” is run just prior to report generation.

5. At 12:00am of each night a set number of reports are generated automatically by running a series of SQL scripts that put the report files in an Excel format. 

6. Each morning, log files created by the batch job are checked by the DBA.

7. If the log files are correct, old files are deleted from the web and the new files are transferred (FTPed) from the Development server to the Web server. 

8. If an individual report fails while being run, it is corrected the following morning and then posted to the web.  This does not affect the posting of the remaining, “good” reports.  Only the “failed” or “bad” report is delayed.

9. Files posted to the web should be considered final and correct. 

Setbacks

In the event of a downed network or a failed connection (to the Production database), the posting of Report files will be delayed.
