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TREATMENT OF 2000 CENSUS URBANIZED AREAS (UZAs)

(Re: Establishment of UZA Codes and Update of UZA Information in TEAM)


1. Newly Qualified UZAs.  There are 75 UZAs newly qualified UZAs. Seventy-four (74) are small (less than 200,000 population) and project reservations and obligations for these areas will draw from the Governor’s apportionments.  Temecula—Murrieta, CA is the only one of the 75 that is a large UZA (population greater than 200,000).  It will receive its own apportionment beginning with FY 2003.  A list of the UZAs and their UZA codes are provided in the attachment.

UZA Codes:  TPM assigned new TEAM UZA codes to the 75 UZAs in this group.  An apportionment record will need to be established for Temecula—Murrieta, CA’s UZA code beginning with its FY 2003 apportionment.  

Carryover:  Not applicable. 

2. New UZAs Formed From Splits.   There are 14 UZAs that were formed as the result of splits of 1990 census UZAs.  Three (3) are large UZAs and will receive their own apportionment beginning with FY 2003 funding.  The remaining 11 are small UZAs and project reservations and obligations for the areas will draw from the Governor’s apportionments.  A list of the UZAs and their UZA codes are shown in the attachment.  

UZA Codes:  TPM assigned new TEAM UZA codes to the UZAs in this group.   Apportionment records will need to be established for the 4 large UZA codes beginning with FY 2003 apportionments.  

Carryover:  Carryover from the appropriate Governor or large UZA apportionment balance is eligible for use in these new UZAs.  Carryover funds may be transferred for projects in these areas using established transfer procedures, and are subject to operating assistance prohibition when applicable.  

3. Small UZAs Combined to Form New Large UZA.  Four (4) large UZAs were formed by combining 8 small 1990 census UZAs.  The new large UZAs include:  Poughkeepsie-Newburgh, NY; Denton—Lewisville, TX; Port St. Lucie, FL; and Indio—Cathedral City—Palm Springs, CA.  These UZAs will receive their own apportionment beginning with FY 2003 funding.  

UZA Codes:  For three of the areas, TPM assigned to them the old TEAM UZA code for the city/area whose name appears first in the new UZA description.  For example, the UZA code assigned to the Denton—Lewisville, TX UZA is 483890, which is the old UZA code for Denton, TX.  In the case of Port St. Lucie, FL, where neither city/area name appears in the new UZA description, the old UZA code for Fort Pierce, FL (123280) was assigned.     

Deactivation of UZA codes:  Do not deactivate UZA codes for the other small UZAs affected by the mergers (i.e., 363630-Newburgh, NY; 483870-Lewisville, TX; 123940-Stuart, FL; and 063670-Palm Springs, CA.  This should help to prevent problems in processing pending grants that may have used these old UZA codes.

Carryover:  Prior year funding for the small UZAs that were combined to form the new UZAs was derived from the Governor’s apportionment and deobligated amounts were returned to the Governor’s apportionment record--based on existing TEAM business rules/operating procedures.  So there is no carryover, per se, for these areas.

Carryover funds from the Governor apportionments are eligible for use in the new large UZAs.  These funds may either be transferred, by the Governor, for projects in the new large UZAs by using established transfer procedures, or (as indicated and proposed by TAD staff) modified TEAM functions will allow the UZAs to reserved and obligate prior year Governor apportionment funds, as if they were small UZAs.   

Other Significant Issues:  The House and Senate have proposed legislative language for FY 2003 appropriations, which will allow these new large UZAs to use FY 2003 funding for operating assistance.  In addition, FTA policy provides that FY 2002 and prior year Governor apportionment to (to which these areas were entitled) may be used in the areas for operating or capital.  These provisions will require that TEAM functionality be such that it allows these new large UZAs to use FY 2003 funds for operating or capital.  

4. Small UZAs That Grew to Over 200,000 Population.  There were twenty-six (26) 1990 census UZAs that grew to over 200,000 population under the 2000 census.  UZA code description and population data must be updated in TEAM to reflect that shown in the attachment for this group.  Several UZA descriptions that changed from those used under the 1990 census are highlighted below because the previous name may not be easily discernable based on the new description.                

· Barnstable Town, MA was Hyannis, MA

· Round Lake Beach--McHenry--Grayslake, IL-WI was Round Lake Beach-McHenry, IL-WI

· Eugene, OR was Eugene-Springfield, OR

· Bonita Springs--Naples, FL was Naples, FL

· Antioch, CA was Antioch-Pittsburg, CA

· Gulfport--Biloxi, MS was Biloxi-Gulfport, MS

· Victorville--Hesperia--Apple Valley, CA was Hesperia-Apple Valley-Victorville, CA 

· Aguadilla--Isabela--San Sebastian, PR was Aguadilla, PR
UZA Codes:  TPM assigned the old TEAM UZA codes to the areas in this group.  Apportionment records will need to be established for the UZA codes beginning with FY 2003.  

Carryover:  There should not be any carryover balance in TEAM for these UZAs because prior year funding for these previously small UZAs was derived from the Governor’s apportionment and deobligated amounts returned to the Governor’s apportionment record--based on existing TEAM business rules/operating procedures.

Carryover funds from the Governor apportionments are eligible for use in these new large UZAs.  These funds may either be transferred, by the Governor, for projects in these new large UZAs by using established transfer procedures, or (as indicated and proposed by TAD staff) the modified TEAM functions that will allow the UZAs to reserved and obligate prior year Governor apportionment funds, as if they were small UZAs.  

Other Significant Issues:  The House and Senate have proposed legislative language for FY 2003 appropriations, which will allow these new large UZAs to use FY 2003 funding for operating assistance.  In addition, FTA policy provides that FY 2002 and prior year Governor apportionment to (to which these areas were entitled) may be used in the areas for operating or capital.  These provisions will require that TEAM functionality be such that it allows these new large UZAs to use FY 2003 funds for operating or capital.    

5. Large UZAs That Were Merged With Small UZAs.  There were 21 1990 census UZAs that were subsumed by 10 large UZAs under the 2000 census.  The large UZAs included in this group are shown in the attachment.  As noted in “Other Significant Issues” section below, these UZAs will be eligible to use a portion of their FY 2003 funds for operating assistance if the proposed legislation is enacted.  

UZA Codes:  TPM assigned the old TEAM UZA codes to the areas in this group.  

Carryover:  For the large UZAs in this group, any carryover balance shall remain available to the UZA code under which it is currently established.  Governor carryover funds may be allotted to the 1990 census small UZAs that were subsumed. 

Other Significant Issues:  The House and Senate have proposed legislative language for FY 2003 appropriations, which will allow these large UZAs to use a portion of their FY 2003 funding for operating assistance.  

6. Large UZAs Whose Population Decreased to Less Than 200,000.  The population of two (2) large 1990 census UZAs decreased to less than 200,000.  The 2 UZAs are Montgomery, AL and Lorain--Elyria, OH.  FY 2003 (and subsequent years) funding will come from the Governor’s apportionment and will be subject to TEAM business rules/operating procedures relative to reservation and obligation of Governor funds.  

UZA Codes:  TPM assigned the old TEAM UZA codes to these areas.    

Carryover:  Any carryover balances for these areas shall remain available to the UZAs for use in accordance with the requirements a large UZA under Section 5307, i.e. the funds may not be used for operating assistance.  This will require TEAM functions be modified to: 1) restrict these UZAs from using prior year apportionment balances for operating purposes once their population data has been adjusted to less than 200,000 figure, and 2) apply TEAM business rules/operating procedures with respect to Governor apportionment funds for FY 2003 and subsequent years funds.  

7. UZA Description (or Name) Changes.   UZAs (not listed elsewhere in this document) whose 1990 census description was changed by the 2000 census are shown in the listing for this group, in the attachment.  The UZA names and population data for these areas must be updated in TEAM. 

UZA Code:  Generally, TPM assigned the old TEAM UZA codes to these areas. In cases where the UZA was previously located in a single State but is now a multi-State UZA, a new UZA code was assigned to the added State.  For example, the 1990 census Pensacola, FL UZA changed to Pensacola, FL-AL under the 2000 census.  The 1990 census TEAM UZA code was maintained for the FL portion of the UZA but a new TEAM UZA code was established for the AL portion.  

Carryover:  For the large UZAs in this group, any carryover balance shall remain available to the UZA code under which it is currently established. 

8. UZA Description (or Names) Not Changed Under 2000 Census.   1990 census UZAs that only had changes in their population data under the 2000 census are listed in this group in the attachment.  The population information must be updated in TEAM.  

UZA Codes:  TPM assigned the old TEAM UZA codes for these areas.    

Carryover:  For the large UZAs in this group, any carryover balance shall remain available to the UZA code under which it is currently established.
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
